Engagements at Moy
On Tuesday morning in semi-darkness, a party of National soldiers from Ennis and Ennistymon, under the command of Capt. Killeen ,1st West​ern Division, accompanied by Captain O'Dea and Lieut. Collins, had four, separate engagements with irregulars at Moy, 8 miles from Miltown-Malbay.
In each of the engagements, which were brief, the irregulars were com​pletely routed and fled in aII directions, Nine prisoners were captured.
Each irregular was fully armed, and had 500 rounds of ammunition found in his possession.         
Capt. 0'Dea, of Feakle, was slight​ly wounded in the leg and arm. Some of the irregulars are stated to be wounded: The semi-darkness and the high hills, from which the irregulars fired, impeded the progress of the troops.—D.H.Q.
